Write 200 words, in total, about 1, 2 or more of the following titles.

For example, you could write 200 words on just one title, or 50 words on 4 different titles

1. Write your CV in French. Explain your experience of work (not necessarily the truth but believable), the subjects you study, giving opinions with reasons, perhaps also any qualification you may have already as well as which examinations you will be taking in  year 11. Describe your character, say what your plans are for the future. Give as much details as possible, opinions with reasons, 3 tenses and quality words. 

2. Write to your pen-friend telling her about your school life and your school routine. Explain about your subjects, your teachers, homework and uniform as well as your future plans. Make sure to have at least 3 tenses and many quality words. Ask questions if you want.

3. Write a magazine article about a teacher you admire. Describe what he or she looks like and his or her personality. Give lots of opinions with reasons and try to make comparisons with, maybe, other teachers.

4. Describe your ambition, profession-wise and explain in detail why you have chosen that particular career. Talk about what you wanted to do when you were little too if you can, as well as any work experience you have now. Remember to use quality words and different tenses, give opinions with reasons too.

5. Write about your part-time job and your past work experiences. It does not have to be true! Remember to use quality words and different tenses, give opinions with reasons too.
